Enying Agricultural Corporation is one of the largest enterprises of its kind in Hungary. Its main 
work in animal husbandry is dairy farming and horse breeding. The company has the largest 
stock of 3,500 cows in Hungary with annual milk production of 16,000 million kgs.  
 

A senior manager greeted the group and gave 
a short introduction to the company which 
includes three farms on different sites. The 
group were taken on a tour of the largest 
dairy farm of the company to view the parlour 
house, the young calves and the food storage 
towers.

Thursday  17.11.2011 
 
Participants had the morning free to visit the old Central market Hall.  This market is the most 
impressive of the five Budapest Market Halls built in the 1890s. The huge iron framework

many years now the building has been used primarily for retail purposes. The market includes 
food, retail shops and local Hungarian craft. 
 
The visit to Budapest ended with a sightseeing tour of the city which included both the old part 
of the city, Buda and the new part, Pest. The tour began with a panoramic view of both parts of 
the city, a walking tour of Castle Vajdahunyad. The tour also included viewing the ƴŜƻπƎƻǘƘƛŎ IƻǳǎŜ 

of Parliament, St. Stephen's Basilica and Heroes Square with statues of HungaryΩs rulers. The group 
enjoyed coffee and cake in one of the oldest coffee houses in Budapest.
